Starting point: Deichwiese 

1. What colour is the top flag on the large flagpole on the lawn? 

 

 

Now go down to the promenade and run to the right in the direction of Wilhelm-Kaisen 
Bridge. There you will see the “Treue”, a green ship. This is a club where many a 
legendary LEI party has taken place. 

Immediately after that you will pass the theatre ship and just keep walking under the 
bridge. 

On your left is the old Neustadt, which is the only district in Bremen that is located on 
an island surrounded by rivers. 

Run up to the second large ship with a wooden mast and find out its special feature. 

 

Location: Martinianleger 

2. What does the Admiral Nelson (ship) have to offer? 

 

 

3. What colour is the Admiral Nelson's mailbox? 

 

 

Now go back a little bit to the blue info-house with the “i” and take the underpass on 
the left to the other side of the street. There you will come out at the beautiful 
Böttcherstraße. 

Tip: Come to the Böttcherstraße at the full hour between 12-18 o'clock and experience 
the ringing bells which is “Glockenspiel” in German.

Location: Böttcherstraße 

4. How many turrets are on top of the “Museum Roselius”- House? 

 

 

When you follow the road and get out, turn around once. Here, at the top of the wall, 
you wil seel the relief “Der Lichtbringer” (the Lightbringer) made in 1936. It shows a 
figure with a sword in his hand, which looks like he is fighting off a dragon. However, 
the work is controversial, because it was probably an homage to the Nazi state: "If you 
look at the Lightbringer in a symbolic and metaphorical sense: The new light, what 
shines there, is the movement of National Socialism." 

 

Location: Bremen Marketplace 

First you shall go to Roland, the stature in the middle of the old marketplace. The 
Bremer Roland has stood as a guardian for the freedom and rights of the city since 
1404. 

5. How many golden spikes are there around the Roland? 

 

 

6. Find the Bremen Town Musicians and take a possible winning photo with you and 
the animals. Do not forget to upload the picture in the form after you complete the 
rallye, that gives extra POINTS! :) 

7. What is the 45th word on the sign at the “Altes Rathaus”? 

Hint: Please look at the English text and count numbers as words 

 

 

Next to the “Bremer Bürgerschaft” you will find the “Bremer Loch” (which is a small 

manhole) in the ground. Throw in a coin     . 

8. What happens? 

 

 

Whoever gets the donkey sound will have to buy a round for everybody in your 
group. :D PROST! 

 

Right next to the hole you can find a “miniature Bremen” and also the cathedral in front 
of you. This is the St. Petri-Dom, one of Bremen’s most famous landmarks. It is made 
of Sandstone and bricks and is a Romanesque church building. 

Pass the cathedral on the right, across the Domsheide (junction for bus and tram) into 
the Schnoor district. 

 

Location: Schnoor 

Explore the lovely Schnoor with its small alleys. Feel free to try out the narrow streets. 
By the way, the narrowest passable alley is 0,8m wide and the smallest house is 7sqm. 

 

 

 

 



9. Now that you are in the Schnoor, find the store, which
celebrates Christmas all year round and tell us its house
number.

Coming from the Schnoor back to the central area you 
have to cross the new marketplace to the tram station 
"Schüsselkorb". Then walk down the narrow path near 
Dean and David, past the Aloha restaurant and go under 
the bridge. You are now in the Wallanlagen. Take a right 
until you reach the bridge marked with a gate (see photo). 

Location: Neptunbrunnen 

Isn’t this a nice place for a small break for some food or fotos? 

Location: Wallanlagen 

10. Estimate the length of the small bridge (see photo).

Hint: You can use your shoes for that. Shoe size 40 has a length of approx. 27,5 cm. 

Now go down the wall until the library/police (crossroad) turn left and go until you see 
the theatre. 

Location: Theater am Goetheplatz 

11. How many palm trees are in front of the “Theater am Goetheplatz”?

Location: Vor dem Steintor 

12. Find out which drink all newcomers to Bremen have to order in the “Eisen”, which
is a local bar nearby, to become a real citizen of Bremen. How is that drink called?
